Utility Fees

Utility fees are charged for electricity, water and

gas. The fees consist of those for each room and for
each student’s (researcher’s) share of common-use
utilities. They are follows;

Single Rooms

The fees to be paid for the rooms are for electricity
and water in the rooms. Electricity bills will be sent
directly to residents and should be paid. (e.g.
convenience store etc.)

The fees to be paid for common-use utilities are
electricity, gas and water used In common-use
facilities (except laundry).

Couple and Family Rooms

The fees to be paid for the rooms are for
electricity, water and gas in the rooms. Electricity
and gas bills will be sent directly to residents and
should be paid. (e.g. convenience store etc.)

The fees to be paid for common-use utilities are
electricity and water used in common-use facilities
(except laundry).
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Utility bills

A bill will be issued each month for fees for water
(private use) and each students
(researcher’s) share of common-use electricity,
water and gas. This must be paid to the

International Division office by the deadline.
